Discussion Items:

1. Scheduling Update 

a. Winter.  Open enrollment ends soon. Data includes resident only information. It appears that the University is about 5% behind. As a college, we are looking good as far as target. 
b. Spring.  The schedule is built and the rec. center will be open and the HP annex can be used for classes.
c. Fall.  Fall schedule building begins on January 22nd.  Biology needs to get a complete list of their large-lecture classroom needs for 2007-2008 to John Craig ASAP.
2. Observatory Campaign – Roberto: Jim Imbiorski is heading the committee. Faculty reps are Leo Connolly, Sue Lederer and Laura Woodney. The campaign is now in a “silent phase” which means there is no active campaigning going on at this time. To date, there has been $150k in cash commitments and $100k in-kind commitments. The committee is designing a new brochure to hand out regarding this campaign. Grading and paving up to the location of the observatory may possibly be tied into the land lab and the Dean wants the faculty that are concerned with this to be alerted.
3. Sherba Campaign – Roberto Redondo
An attachment was handed out. Roberto is seeking department chair endorsements for an appeal letter. The goal is to raise $50k in order to receive a matching amount of $50k which was donated by Dr. Petrucci. Roberto will contact the chairs individually.
4. Status of College funding – The Dean discussed the baseline funding per the attachment that was handed out. 
a. Recruitment of Faculty – The Dean discussed the faculty positions and the amount that would cover each per the attachment that was distributed.

5. Late Drops and Adds – The Dean wants consistency among the departments regarding the Adds and Drops After Census forms. A discussion followed. It was decided that the Dean will look up the policy and produce a set of guidelines at the next meeting.
